Nach Sichtung des Materials er-
gaben sich die folgenden 6 Kategorien: children, birthdays, 
festivities, weddings,  leisure und pet’s. Das Videomaterial 
wurde nach diesen Kategorien geordnet und neu zusam-
mengestellt bzw. zusammen geschnitten. Für die Installa-
tion wird auf jedem der 6 Monitore jeweils ein Kapitel, d.h. 
eine der oben beschriebenen Kategorien im Loop gezeigt.

Für die Arbeit my_family_04 wurde neues Videoma-
terial verwendet, das im Jahr 2004 gesammelt wurde. Es 
konnten dabei zahlreiche Unterschiede festgestellt wer-
den. So hatte sich die Länge der gefundenen Videofi lme 
markant vergrößert, entsprechend auch ihre Dateigröße. 
Generell war es bei dem Update 2004 wesentlich einfa-
cher das Videomaterial zu fi nden, da der Besitz digitaler 
Kameras sowie die Technik Filme in Web zu laden mit-
tlerweile verbreiteter ist.
